A CAUTION: Make sure that the power head is unplugged from the electrical outlet and
that the blades have stopped turning before attaching or removing any accessory.

NOTE: DO NOT operate the appliance
continuously for more than 15 seconds
at a time. Be careful not to over
process. For coarsely chopped foods,
use repeated short pulsing action until
the desired consistency is reached.

To stop the appliance, remove your
fingers from the on/off pulse button.

In order to obtain a better quality of
chopping, operate the appliance by
using the “pulse” method.
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Make sure that the blades have
stopped completely before removing
the power head.

If the ingredients stick to the side

of the processing bowl, stop the
appliance, remove the power head
and the splash guard. Use a spatula to
dislodge the pieces and then replace
the splash guard and the power head.
Continue processing.

Remove the blade assembly by its shaft
before you empty the contents of the
processing bowl.

Place the storage lid onto the top of
the processing blowl and close the flap
to store.

Use extreme caution when handling the chopping blades as they are
very sharp.
